ARCHERY PROFICIENCY TEST- 

The following test will be performed by the Chief of Police or his/her designee. Initials designate a passing score by the reviewer.
___________Shoot 5 arrows from 20 yards at a paper plate with the equipment that will be used during practice. At least four arrows must hit the plate. Errant arrows or unacceptable draw form may be cause for denial of the application. Prospective hunters are allowed two attempts per year to pass, with a minimum of 24 hours between attempts. Shooting distance will be 20 yards. The Chief of Police has the final determination in pass/failure.
ARCHERY RANGE PERMIT

I am granting permission for you to have an Archery Range at the above location from ____________________________________________, 20___ to ________________,20_____.  A copy of insurance must be given to Police before the approval of this permit.  Proof of insurance would be “Homeowners/Renters Policy or Business Policy” which must be in effect for the period covered for the permit to be valid.

You are responsible for safety in your target area.  Only those authorized within this permit are permitted to shoot at your target and only target/field points should be used (No broadheads or sharpened points).  Ensure that the area to the sides and behind your target is clear before shooting and a suitable backstop is in place to prevent the possibility of errant arrows. Neighbor complaints, reports of reckless shooting, “sky drawing”, or other issues causing a review by the Chief of Police at any time during this period of authorized permit, may result in the permit being revoked.
Please have this permit available for review anytime you are conducting activities pursuant to this granted exception.
